(from the Latin word postulare, to ask). The postulated
nun becomes a member of the new monastery for the
duration of her term of office (3 years), then returns to
her home monastery.

Before Sister Mary Catharine left for the Bronx, we
prepared to say goodbye with a farewell party. The
evening both began and ended with songs written in
honor of Sr. Mary Catharine, with lots of hilarity mixed
in! In between, amidst enjoying ice cream, cookies, and
other treats, we played a fun game where each sister was
blindfolded and had to tape a paper nun to a map of
New York drawn on a chalkboard, aiming to land on the
Bronx monastery.

It was a time of both joy and of sadness as we celebrated
what Sister has meant to us as a part of our community
and the mission of service God has in store for her, and
tried not to think too much about how we will miss her
over the next three years. She will remain close in our
hearts and in our prayers as she joins our sisters in the
Bronx.
